Real estate agents around the 
Sandhills are in shock after one of 
their own is shot on the job.

Fayetteville RE/MAX Premier 
Properties agent Kathleen Yaggi is 
in critical condition after deputies 
say she was shot by a client.

Some realtors said this incident 
shows the changes needed in 

safety guidelines for agents.

"I'm absolutely devastated. Peggy Daniel, a real estate broker, said.
“This is so sad, and it scares me for all the agents here. This could
happen to any of us, anytime."

Daniel and many in the Sandhills real estate community are in shock. 

On Thursday, Yaggi went to Hoke 
County to meet with a buyer.

Deputies said that buyer, 
21-year-old June McCoy shot Yaggi 
three times before shooting himself.

President of the Fayetteville 
Associations of Realtors, Mitchell 
Graham, said this incident is raising 
eyebrows to current safety guidelines.

“It shows the importance of training of all agents out there,” Graham
said. “And I fell assured a lot of our companies will be instituting more
policies on showing houses."

While Yaggi is an agent for 
RE/MAX, safety guidelines vary 
through different companies.

There are no mandatory state 
procedures.

Daniel hopes more companies will 
now take a closer look at their 
policies.

"I tell my agents if a buyer calls
them to look at properties, I want them first to have the buyer come
into our office,” Daniel stated. “Sit down with them. Get some
information."

What happened to Yaggi is something most real estate agents said 
they always fear.

Daniel added, "Too dangerous.
You never know who that person 
is." 

Daniel said she hopes this will 
serve as a wake-up call to other 
agents.

That there are dangers out there 
and they must stay alert.
