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Bizarre stalking alleged / VIDEO
Brothers charged with sending death threat, 
letters to clients of one of targeted sisters

Two Sheboygan brothers were charged Wednesday with
stalking two sisters who are real estate agents — threatening
to kill one of them — and sending letters to five clients saying
they would be killed or their houses burned if they didn't switch
to another agency, the district attorney said.

David P. Goetsch, 52, and Thomas J. Goetsch, 51, both of
2503 N. 19th St., sent Mary Jane Daniels more than 50
handwritten letters since June, becoming increasingly
threatening, according to a criminal complaint. The letters
included descriptions of Daniels' movements and activities,
sexually explicit descriptions of her, pornographic images and
— since February — threats that Daniels would be killed by a
specific date, the complaint said.

"It's been torturous," said Daniels, 45, of Sheboygan, a Realtor
with RE/MAX Universal Realty. "I have been living in fear.
Every night I come home … I don't know if they're watching
me."

Daniels' sister, Debra Schieble, 46, of Sheboygan, received a 
handful of sexually explicit mailings as well, and saw the 
brothers attend several of her open houses.

"Nobody deserves to live the way we've lived … looking over
your shoulder every minute of every day, considering everyone
you see as a suspect," said Schieble, of Shorewest United
Realtors.

The Goetsch brothers were each charged with two counts of 
felony stalking and five counts of felony threats to injure, the 
complaint said. Each is being held on a $75,000 cash bond 
and faces up to 18 years in prison and $70,000 in fines if 
convicted.

The brothers were arrested Tuesday after police investigated 
an address the brothers wrote on the guest list for an open 
house scheduled by Schieble, the complaint said.

"We caught a break on this," said Sheboygan County District 
Attorney Joe DeCecco. "We were looking at everybody and 
here these guys came out of the blue."

Daniels said she is now able to begin a new chapter in her life.
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"I am so used to always having to look over my shoulder," she said after the brothers' initial court appearance. "I'm 
going to sleep like a baby."

At the afternoon hearing, David Goetsch requested a preliminary hearing, scheduled for May 2, and Thomas 
Goetsch, whose public defender described him as "mildly retarded," was scheduled for a competency hearing to 
determine if he is mentally fit to stand trial.

According to the complaint:

Daniels began receiving the letters in June, and first reported the contact to police in August. As police investigated,
Daniels continued receiving letters — many of them with identical wording — at her home, her business and her
clients' homes.

Beginning in February, the letters also threatened Daniels' life, first stating she would be killed by April 10 with later 
letters setting a date of April 30. Accompanying some of these mailings was a cutout of her Realtor photograph 
pasted on a tombstone.

Other harassment included subscribing Daniels and Schieble to sexually explicit magazines and sending letters to 
local counseling agencies purporting to be written by Daniels that stated she was an alcoholic who hated men and 
was going to commit suicide.

Letters to five of Daniels' clients threatening to kill them or burn their homes if they did not switch Realtors were sent 
between August and February.

David Goetsch admitted following Daniels and composing the letters, and Thomas Goetsch admitted rewriting the 
letters and selecting the pornographic pictures. David Goetsch told police he was attracted to Daniels and only 
wanted to scare her, not kill her.

DeCecco said authorities have no idea why Daniels and Schieble were targeted.

Police investigated the case for eight months with no success until Monday, when Schieble said she realized the 
"creepy" men who had attended several of her open houses could be related to the letters, she said. Police 
compared the handwriting on the letters to old guest books, and found a September entry with the men's address 
and real first names, Schieble said.

Investigators then went to the brothers' home, where they searched the trash and found note cards with information 
on Daniels, her family and her co-workers as well as unmailed letters with similar threats and a file of sexually 
explicit cutouts similar to those in the letters, the complaint said.

The Tuesday arrest was a relief for worried investigators, said Lt. Jeff Johnston of the Sheboygan Police 
Department.

"As it was unfolding it was more and more bizarre, and because of the time deadline looming, we've been working 
pretty intensely on it," he said. "We were watching the clock."

Johnston said investigators are looking into the possibility of additional federal charges, since the threats were sent 
through the mail.

Daniels and Schieble expressed thanks to investigators, with Schieble describing the sisters' experience as an 
"absolute horror."

"That's a hellacious way to live, and I'm just glad they're behind bars," Schieble said. "I hope they stay there."
