The house, which had been up for sale, is
located in the 12800 block of Ninth Avenue.

The owner had come to the home to check on
some recent renovations that he had done,
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According to a sale flier for the home, the
house had been on the market since last
month. It was listed for $496,900.

Neighbors said they are surprised by the
killing because the area is usually quiet.
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
